According to future administrative decisions, LZU may modify this document and distribute the revised version through its web site. 

Requirements for users 

LZU requests all users to fulfill the following conditions. 

· All users must belong to one of member organizations of either PRAGMA, LZU. 
· All users participating in SDB must comply with the operating principles of LZU.
· All users participating in PRAGMA must comply with the operating principles of PRAGMA.
· All users must have concrete purposes for using LZU resources.
· All users must contribute to LZU/PRAGMA through the use of LZU/PRAGMA resources.
· All users must have a user certificate issued by a PRAGMA trusted CA.
PRAGMA trusts the following CAs: AIST, AusGrid, BMG, DOEGrids, ESnet, KISTI, NCSA, NPACI, ThaiGrid, USM.

Purpose for using LZU Grid Testbed

The application will be reviewed by the administrators of LZU resources within a few days of receipt of the application. The administrators will verify whether the applicant fulfills the requirements described in Section 2. If the application is approved, LZU will create an account and send the necessary information to the applicant. Otherwise, the applicant will be notified that the request is rejected. 

* You can login to LZU Grid Testbed via an ssh command using RSA authentication. LZU will NOT inform you of your initial UNIX password. 

** An ssh public key and your user certificate should be sent as attachments to your application. 

*** A mapping of your subject name to your local account will be added to the grid-mapfile on the LZU Grid Testbed. 

Resource information 

LZU is providing a Linux cluster, called LZU Grid Testbed with the hostname pragma.lzu.edu.cn. 

LZU Grid Testbed is a 10-nodes Linux Cluster whose interconnection is Gigabit Ethernet 

Network. Each node has 2 3.0 GHz Xeon EM64T and 2GB memory. Users' home directories are shared among all nodes by NFS.
